Downtown Miami Skyline

Miami has evolved into an international destination and the world's most famous fun-in-the-sun playground. Visitors are lured to the area year round with perfect weather, award-winning beaches and a celebrity-driven, sizzling nightlife scene that grooves to an only-in-Miami beat. Miami Convention Center




In the heart of Miami's business, commercial and financial district, and overlooking the Miami River at Brickell Avenue, the James L. Knight Center is a world-class, multipurpose entertainment and convention complex. 

The Miami Convention Center contains 28,000 square feet of dividable exhibit, meeting and banquet space and the auditorium seats 4,645 for entertainment and general sessions. The Riverwalk Riverfront Promenade (Upper and Lower), and the Regency Corridor in the Hyatt Regency Miami features first class accommodations in 615 rooms and suites, award-winning restaurants, and an additional 23,000 square feet of meeting space. The University if Miami Conference Center has 14 meeting rooms, a 117-seat lecture hall, and a 444-seat auditorium. 

Situated only four miles from the Port of Miami and just eight miles from Miami International Airport, the complex can be accessed by I-95, the downtown Metromover and the Miami-Dade County Metrorail rapid transit system. Bus, limousine, shuttle and taxicab services are available at curbside and water taxi service is available at the docks. 

Ample parking is available adjacent to the James L. Knight Center in the 1,450-space Knight Center/Bank of America Tower garages. Approximately 1,500 additional spaces are readily accessible within a two-block radius. Valet parking is available through the Hyatt Regency Miami.

Miami Art Museum

Miami Beach Marina

The Miami Beach Marina is only minutes from downtown Miami, I-95 and Miami International Airport. By water, you are about five minutes from dock to the Atlantic Ocean with easy access to the Intracoastal Waterway, Biscayne Bay and the Florida Keys. Since Miami's trendy South Beach Art Deco District is nearby, shopping and nightlife are just steps away too.

Metromover




There isn't much in life these days that is free, particularly if you live and work in a big city, but Miami's Metromover is one of them. The Metromover (this isn't a typo... someone actually put these words together without a hyphen or at least capitalizing the "m" in mover) is a free automated people-mover system that serves downtown Miami from Omni to Brickell and connects with Miami-Dade's mass transit Metrorail at Government Center and Brickell stations. 

There are actually 21 conveniently located wheelchair accessible Metromover stations - one about every two blocks. 

Getting around downtown is fast, convenient and cheap since Metromover links many of downtown Miami's major office buildings, hotels and retail centers and cars arrive frequently.

American Airlines Arena




Chances are if you watched the MTV Video Music Awards or the Latin Grammys you've seen the inside of the American Airlines Arena. They are broadcast live from the Miami venue. That also means that Jennifer Lopez and hubby Marc Anthony, Jessica Simpson and hubby Nick Lachey, Beyonce, Alicia Keys, Ashlee Simpson, Jay-Z, Usher and more were in town for one event or the other. Now you know why Miami is celebrity central. 

Of course, the American Airlines Arena is home to the NBA Miami Heat who bring plenty of hoop-a-la to the court during basketball season.

Port of Miami
