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Cape May

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High Point


High Point is the highest mountain in New Jersey. It is in the mountain region of New Jersey and begins where New Jersey meets New York and runs 35 miles to the Delaware Water Gap. This mountain is 1,803 feet tall.


There is a 220ft. monument at the top of High Point and is the loftiest spot above sea level in New Jersey. This monument honors the war of New Jersey. Most of the mountain is saved for forests and parks.


In the state parks there is a lake called Lake Marcia. The park is used for hiking, camping, fishing, and water skiing. The Appalachian Trail goes through High Point state park. It covers 14,193 acres of the park. 
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Round Valley Reservoirs was made in 1965.  It was built over a town in Northwestern Hunterdon.  It has 55 billion gallons of water, dams and a dike.


Spruce Run Reservoir and the Delaware and Raritan Canal help deliver 255 million gallons of water a day to people in central New Jersey. The Spruce Run Reservoir was made in 1963. It has 11 billion gallons of on stream water that is dumped in the reservoirs. �
