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Unusual Geographical Features of Romania
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The Carpathians


Placed in a circle, they surround a high plateau 400-600m in height with a hilly look, and are guarded by a depressions chain.  The Carpathians have altitudes sometimes higher than 2,000m, and the main peaks go over 2,500m. On the exterior side, the Carpathians are surrounded by sub Carpathians and hills.


Comparing with other mountainous chains, the Carpathians are not so massive since multiple transversal valleys, depressions and corridors, cross them.  The peaks are usually round and flat.  Sharp ridges are to be found in the high mountains while the relief has an alpine feature.


The Carpathians preserve traces from the glacial Pleistocene period, the circuses, the valleys and the glacial lakes increasing the beauty of the landscape.  
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The Danube and The Danube Delta


The last 1,075 km from the Danube course, 38% from the length of this river, are included into the Low Danube, which begins from Bazias to end in the point where it falls into the sea.


Along the Lower Danube, the tourism attractions are connected to the spectacular relief from the mountainous sector and the Prebalcanic Plateau or from Dobrogea loess cleves and the landscapes of the oldest mountains on the Romanian territory (Macin Mountains).


The aquatic and forest vegetation specific to the meadow, and the fauna, especially the birds, are added to the numerous species of fish.  
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Romania





Romania is situated in southeastern Europe.  The Carpathian Mountains are in the center of the country, bordered on both sides by hills and plateaus and finally the Great Plains of the outer rim.  Forests cover over a quarter of the country and the fauna is one of the richest in Europe including wolves, bears, deer, lynx and chamois.  The mighty Danube forms the southern boundary of the country terminating in the Delta on the Black Sea, a heaven for countless native and migratory birds.
