It is agreed today that there is not one singular youth culture but a variety of different youth subcultures. For example, there are more styles available today, because of media influence there is a higher income per family to spend on fashions for instance.

In Bahrain we don’t have many youth subcultures; however, I believe there two groups of youth type. The first group has the outgoing youth who follow everything new. You can see boys in shopping malls in their brightly colored clothes and their funky spiky hairstyles. While girls dress tight body-shirts and colorful scarves tied loosely around their heads. Both girls and boys in this group like fast beating music. You can find many youth spending their weekends in coffee shops or clubs which is a form of 'escapism' to get away from the norms of every day life or problems like unemployment.
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The other group is a bit more reserved, they still follow our old Arabian customs and traditions. They spend their times in mosques learning about Islam and they don’t listen to music but they like listening to Islamic rhymes and rhythms. The boys wear long sleeved shirts with jeans while girls wear scarves with black abaya (long black clothing considered as Islamic clothing).
In conclusion, those above subcultures in Bahrain are not specific to any social class. And for any youth who follows a certain culture depends on the way they were brought up.
