One of the components of our heritage are folk costumesThey developed over longer periods of time and for different reasons. So the costumes began to differentiate in a shape and other dimensions. Costumes are also changing in modern times, often under the influence of global trends, so no sign of the national community are present. 

National costume form national identity of Slovenians, so we need to cultivate, maintain and preserve for our progeny. 

The concept of folk (ethnic) costume includes a style of dressing 


Folk costumes reflected the social status of people. The costumes differed in embrodery, colours and shapes according to different areas of the country and according to different social events (marriages, funerals, holidays, festivities,….). 
Different areas have different costumes, each with its own history which dates back several centuries into the past. 

The costumes in our region can be traced back into the 16th century. There is not much known or written. According to sources it is  suggested that it is dominated by gray everyday clothes. People wore black jackets with a red belt, red shoes, black coats and black hats. The red color was considered a nice color, yellow and brown were the''ugly'' ones. Costume of the ruling classes had an impact on lower layers of clothing style.
Upper Carniola (Gorenjska)
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This costume was formed in the second half of the 19th Century. Slovenian folklore dancers chose the costume from Bled to be their national garb. Only a few changes were made before it became adopted as the Slovenian national dress. The decorative headpiece “avba” was worn by married women only. The smaller “zavijacka” was worn by single ladies. The gold embroidery on both head pieces represented the family’s wealth.
