FRIENDLY SPACES IN TOLMIN

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                                   PARADISO

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                                    BUGATTI

It is the only nightclub in Tolmin. A nightclub is an entertainment venue which usually operates late into the night. It is generally distinguished from bars and taverns by the inclusion of a dance floor and a DJ booth, where a DJ plays recorded music. We usually socialize there on weekends. To enter it is necessary to have a personal document that confirms that you are at least 16 years. Bugatti was once a very popular hang-out place for young people. Then other things became more interesting then hanging out with your friends, such as computers, mobiles, tablets, etc. More and more people want to hang out with each other so this club is coming back to life. Its parties are advertised on Facebook so more and more people know for them and more people attend them.

                                      PARKS
This is a space in the center of Tolmin. It is not very big, but is big enough to hide from the city life. There are a lot of benches in the park where people can sit. People go there to escape from city life, because they are surrounded by lots of trees. However, Tolmin is surrounded by mountains, so people prefer going to nearby mountains.
