MUSEUM OF WORLD WAR 1ST IN KOBARID

The museum is in Kobarid, which is a small town 15 km away from Tolmin. It was established in 1990 for the purpose of researching and representing World War I, especially “Soška Fronta” (the Isonzo Front). The most important one is 12th Soška Battle, which is also named as ‘’Kobariški čudež’’ (The miracle of Kobarid). Because of that, it is described in great detail. Moreover, it is one of the biggest battles in the hilly landscape in the whole history. The 12th Soška Battle was a battle between Austria-Hungary and Italy. It’s called ‘’Kobariški čudež’’ because the Austrians and the  Germans didn’t expect that this attack would be so successful against the Italians. The whole museum collection is presented in twelve rooms that are arranged on two floors. There is a cannon and a grenade in front of the museum, which makes it more interesting for the tourists. The museum has bigger collections of weapons, like guns, grenades and similar. You can also nicely see the boarder between Austria-Hungary and Italy. Furthermore there is a lot of statues of soldiers that died here, cavern in which is the soldier that is writing a letter to his father and uniforms of different nations. All of the horrible things from the World War 1st are shown there. The museum received one of the highest publicly recognition, was nominated for the best European museum and received the Council of Europe Museum Award recognising its contribution towards European cultural heritage in the 1993. Because Kobarid is near Tolmin, we know this museum very well andweI highly recommend you a visit.
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TOLMIN GORGES

They are Tolmin's most famous and important sight of nature. The Tolmin Gorges are the lowest point of the Triglav National Park, which is the only national park in Slovenia. 

The most admired attractions there are the rock named the Bear's Head and the Devil’s Bridge, which is 60 metres high above the Tolminka River. The Devil's Bridge is a bridge that crosses a narrow and deep gorge and its road is leading to the village Zadlaz Čadrg. The road was built in the beginning of the twentieth century. 
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The Bear's Head is a large rock which got stuck between the walls of the Zadlaščica canyon.

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SIMON GREGORČIČ

Simon Gregorčič was a Slovene poet from the period of literary realism. He was born on 15 October 1844 in the small mountain village Vrsno above the Soča River. He attended primary school in Libušnje and then he was sent to school in Gorizia, Italy. In 1868 he became a vicar in Kobarid. As a vicar he continued with his literary work and together with his friend he founded a public reading room which was one of the first in the Slovene lands. He fell in love with a school teacher in Kobarid. Because of that he was transferred to Rihemberk in the Vipava Valley in 1873. He moved to Gorizia, where he also died on 24 November 1906.

He began writing lyrical poetry as a student. His lyrical poetry was first published in many literary magazines. He was mostly writing love, patriotic, life narrative and even some epic poems. A lot of his poetry is also set in music. 

We think he is one of the biggest Slovene poets and we can be proud of him and his poetry. 
THE SOČA AND METAL DAYS

The Soča or the Isonzo (Italian) is a 138 km long river that flows through western Slovenia and north-eastern Italy. Its source lies in the Trenta Valley (Julian Alps) in north-western Slovenia, at  876 metres. Besides the beautiful valley it flows through, the Soča is also special because of its special turquoise colour. The river flows past our hometown Tolmin where it flows together with the Tolminka. Many summer music and arts festivals such as Punk Rock Holiday, Sajeta, Soča Reggae Riversplash and Metal Days take place at the confluence of the Tolminka and the Soča, since nature is very beautiful and you can refresh yourself by swimming in the rivers in hot summer days.
Metal Days is the most known music festival in Tolmin and its surroundings. Thousands of people from all over the world come to Tolmin in July to hang out and listen to metal music as well as discover and see the many nature features that Tolmin has to offer. They usually stay in a campsite near the main venues of the festival. Lots of people come to Tolmin every year because of the amazing atmosphere at Metal Days.
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                                                              THE KOZLOV ROB CASTLE
The castle was first mentioned in 1188. The east and north towers appear to have formed the original core of the fortress; another two hexagonal towers were added later. The north tower had an extensive basement for the storage of rainwater cisterns, which were used during the siege.

The castle was held in fief by a long series of masters: the Patriarchate of Aquileia, the Counts of Gorizia, the city of Cividale del Friuli, the Venetian Republic, and finally the Habsburgs. It appears to have functioned as a dedicated fortress rather than a residence, and had no permanent civilian population in peacetime, only a large garrison; it also housed a prison. The structure was severely damaged in the earthquakes of 1348 and 1511, but was repaired each time. It was finally abandoned in 1651 by its last owners, the Coronnini family, for a new manor in Tolmin itself, though it remained sufficiently intact by 1713 to play a role in the great peasant revolt of that year. The castle is currently in ruins, though parts of it have been restored.
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
