Title of the Project:

Friendship Gallery (a Learning Circle Project)
Community Connection: 

Students will conduct a research on friendship into their school community applying a questionnaire to identify the number of friends other students have.

 They will create and apply and interview to the school manager and to a known community member (i.e. the town mayor, an actor, a TV star). They will also have to question their parents on friendship subject. Students will understand that friendship is important at any level and any age. They will become aware of friendship’s expectations and, hopefully, they will improve their relationships with classmates and schoolmates.

Brief Description of the Overall Project 

What problems / Issues / Questions does this address?   Broadly, what will students do?

The students will develop a deeper understanding of friendship issue. They will be in contact, via Internet, with same age students around the world. 

They will develop their writing ability, composing short texts on different aspects of the friendship: my best friend portrait, a memorable story about me and my best friend, things friends do, resume a story on friendship for your project partners, best Christmas gift for your friends, rules for a real friendship etc.  They will improve their skills of investigating issues, collecting data, observing and comparing facts, analyzing data, problem solving, team working, debating, computer taping.

The students will learn what a real friendship means, how to maintain it, how to express their feelings for their friends. They will reach real-life skills, requested by the every day existence.

REFLECTION

The students will reflect on friendship’s importance while they will:

· debate on this subject

· analyze collected data 

· identify the “friendship’s rules”

· create “friendship’s portrait”

Provocative/stimulating sentences like:

· I knew a person who had no friend. What do you thing of that?

· “Keep you friends close and your enemies closer.”  Do you agree?

· I knew a person who had 100 friends, but none real friend. Is it possible?

· Does friendship have rules?

VII. FINAL PRODUCT / PERFORMANCE ASSESSMENT

For assessing the final product, I will use a rubric, as that bellow.

Our national assessment system is based on qualities. Our students can obtain four grades (qualities):  “Very good”, “Good”, “Sufficient” and “Insufficient”. For each grade I set descriptions of performance in the rubric bellow.  

I will use the assessment’s results to identify the learning gaps for each student.  In the following learning, I’ll insist that students recover. If statistically the results are not satisfactory, I’ll redistribute the teaching/learning time, allotting extra time to problematic issue.
