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Human Rights were initially listed as things which the state may not do to the individual. 
In modern times there are lists of things which the state must guarantee, such as freedom of speech religion etc.

The 1999 Constitution of Federal Republic of Nigeria states Fundamental Rights as the following: 
Right to life
Every person has a right to life, and no one shall be deprive intentionally of his life, save in execution of the sentence of a court in respect of a criminal offence of which he has been found guilty in Nigeria

Right to Dignity of Person 

Every individual is entitled to respect for the dignity of his person, and accordingly
Right to Personal Liberty

Every individual is entitled to respect for the dignity of his person, and accordingly

Right to Personal Liberty
Every person shall be entitled to his personal liberty save he is under the law in accordance with a procedure permitted by law

Right to Fair Hearing

A person shall be entitled to a fair hearing within a reasonable time by a court or other tribunal established by law

Right To Private and Family Life

The privacy of citizens, their homes correspondence, telephone conversations and telegraphic communications is guaranteed and protected.

Right to Freedom of Thought, Conscience and Religion
Every person is entitled to freedom of thought, conscience and religion, including freedom to change his religion or belief.

Right to Freedom of Expression and the Press

 Every person is entitled to freedom of expression, including freedom to hold opinions and to receive and impart ideas and information without interference
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Right to Peaceful Assembly

Every person is entitled to assemble freely and associate with other persons, and in particular he may form or belong to any political party, trade union or any other association of his interest.

Right to Freedom of Movement

Every citizen of Nigeria is entitled to move freely throughout Nigeria and to reside in any part thereof.

Right to Freedom from Discrimination

A citizen of Nigeria of a particular community, ethnic group, place of origin, sex, religion or political opinion shall not be by any reason being discriminated.

Right to Acquire and own immovable Property Anywhere in Nigeria

Every citizen of Nigeria has the right to acquire and own immovable property anywhere in Nigeria.

Compulsory Acquisition of Property

No moveable property or any interest in an immovable property shall be taken possession of compulsorily and no right over or interest in any such property shall be acquire compulsorily in any part of Nigeria except in the manner and for the purposes of prescribed by a law.
