Nairobi Our City

Name, location, geographical characteristics (Images and descriptions)
a) Our city’s name is Nairobi this is the capital city of Kenya and is very close to our school (about 20 Kilometers). Nairobi is located close to the equator and it is to the east of the Greenwich meridian. It is in the East African region of the African continent. Geometrically it is positioned almost at the centre of Kenya that is the distance from Nairobi to the North most border is almost the same as the distance from Nairobi to the south most border point. The size of Nairobi is about 50 square Kilometers. The population of Nairobi is about 3 million people. Nairobi is generally a flat green city in fact the name Nairobi is derived from a Maasai ( one of Kenya’s indigenous tribes ) word meaning a place of cool waters. Therefore Nairobi’s temperatures are generally cooler compared to other areas in Kenya with the average being between 18 o and 20o c. Nairobi’s climate is therefore rainy from time to time and Nairobi cannot be considered to have an arid or semi arid climate. 

Notable Buildings in Nairobi

The tallest building in Nairobi is known as the Times tower which houses the Kenya revenue authorities. Other land mark buildings in Nairobi are the Hilton hotel , Nyayo house, I &M building and Kenyatta International conference centre.

Parks and Sight seeing sites In Nairobi

Nairobi is a unique city, among the few cities in the world with a whole game park (game reserve) in a city. The Nairobi national park provides a rare experience where wildlife in its natural form co exist with the city life. It is therefore not un common to find wild life as you drive along some parts of the city. Nairobi also has an animal orphanage where animals without parents or those cannot survive in the world find sanctuary. There are also other sanctuaries for special animals e.g, the ostritche farm for ostriches, Mamba village for crocodiles, Rhino park for Rhinos and Giraffe centre for giraffes. There are also cool relaxation parks such as the Nairobi arboretum, Uhuru park, Jamhuri park.

The Nairobi National museum is the place to go to learn all about our history and surprisingly the history of the world since there are evidences of the early man ( stone age man ).

Seasons and climate

The country normally has her seasons as follows : from March to June we have the long rains from June to August is normally a cold season and from august to November the hot season form November to December we have the short rains season from January to march another hot dry season. Our current season is the long rains season it is currently therefore very wet in most parts of Kenya.

Climate Change

Although the seasons are as outlined we find that the seasons do not follow the strict order as they used to some times before. This has been due to seasonal changes associated with global warming. This has seen the country experience drought up to a period of even two years. Pollution ahs also had its toll on the climate and has seen the pollution of the Nairobi river and the raising of the city’s average temperature.

From Bahrain (Madinat Hamad)

I live in a town called Madinat Hamad, which was named after our king Hamad, ruler of Bahrain. It's one of the newest towns in Bahrain that was built in 1984. It's in the west side of the kingdom. It's quite wide and there are about 22 roundabouts, each one has from 2-3 neighborhoods. Originally, the government set up this town for those Bahrainis who couldn't afford the increasing prices of houses.

There are nearly 50,000 people there. It's actually under construction nowadays but it has a lot of buildings and villas though. Madinat Hamad is 40 meters high from the sea surface, which makes its climate so warm and nice in summer, and coldly freezing in winter as well. Its average temperature is 30 Co. I actually love Madinat Hamad's nice climate which is often windy and sometimes cloudy.

Madinat Hamad doesn’t have a lot of places to visit yet, as I said before its still under constructions. It has no hotels, no shopping malls. The most famous place in Madinat Hamad to visit is Souq Waqif. It contains everything that hits your mind such as: clothes, electricity, restaurants, toys and games, coffee shops and jewelries markets. 

Madinat Hamad also has too many parks, one in each roundabout actually. The constructions there are still in progress and people are going along with the constructions sector well there.

There are just two seasons in the kingdom of Bahrain, summer and winter. The atmosphere here changes by the change of seasons. In winter, people are used to going to parks, Skheir (Which is a large desert where people like to camp and do activities), and they like to do some exercises outdoor.

But in summer, they apparently love to go swimming in pools or the sea, which is the best thing to do in an island like Bahrain. They also like to go to malls and shopping centers in summer, because it gets sunny and hot so they prefer to go to indoor places.              

Every year, Bahrainis have the most important event in Bahrain, which's called "Bahrain's National Day ". It's on 16th of Dec. when people wear traditional clothes and celebrate for their country. The main place for this event is Bahrain national stadium, where everybody goes from schools, work, and home or wherever they are just to celebrate their country which is an important event for every citizen "Local people" or even foreigner residents. There are also some other events such as: Al Adh-ha Eid (which is an ought for Muslims), Ramadan when everybody fasts from sunrise until the sunset for month a year, after Ramadan ends, Eid Al Fotr comes right away (which is an Islamic ought as well). In these events (Eid Al'dh-ha and Eid Al-Fotr), people celebrate and families have lunch with each others, then older people give children their "Ediya" which is a small amount of money to entertain children so that they can buy new things for themselves and enjoy the Eid!

This is us, this is Bahrain.

From Bahrain (Manama)
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I live in Manama and it’s the capital city of Bahrain. It’s located in the northwest part of the country. Manama is the biggest city in Bahrain and it’s also the most crowded one. Bahrain in general has a hot climate so does Manama and the average temperature is 38 degrees. 
   Sightseeing in Manama is very active and there are many places that tourists can go to , such as : Bahrain gateway (the bridge that connects Bahrain with Saudi Arabia), The City Centre(Which is a huge mall that has a lot of markets and shops), Al-Khamis mosque, Bahrain Museum ,Al-Fateh mosque, Sheikh Isa bin Ali and as well as any other city there is a park in Manama where tourists can go and have fun.

   Manama has only two seasons:  cold and summer. Cold starts in October and finishes in May .And Summer Starts in June and Finishes in September. In general, Bahrain doesn’t change a lot when the season changes, that’s probably because we only have two seasons. 
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
