  Second Great Flood -- This is a far less common belief, but one I wanted to 

  point out for one reason. The first great flood is an event told of in the 

  Bible's Book of Genesis that alledgedly almost destroyed humanity; but the 

  people predicting a second great flood probably forgot the part of the story 

  where God distinctly promised never to destroy the world in that particular 

  fashion again.
